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The Indian Council for Child Welfare started the National Awards for Bravery in 1957. The awards are
given to children below the age of 16 years for having performed Heroic deed. however, selfless act of
bravery have even cost some children their lives.

Every year on 14" November, Children’s Day, the name of 24 brave children who are selected
are announced. The awardees are given a medal, a certificate and cash prize by Prime Minister of India
in New Delhi. These children participate in the Republic Day Parade too.

In 2014, four awardees were given the awards posthumously, after their death. The Prime
Minister of India, Mr Narendra Modi, gave away the awards. the 24 kids who received these awards had
performed unparalleled feats. Their stories are unmatched.
